8. All horse/ponies ridden must be 4 years old or over.

9. Passports must be produced upon request.

10. The Equestrian Box Events and the event venue, nor any of its officers,
servants or assistants shall in any way be responsible or accountable for any
loss, injury or damage to any person, animal, vehicle or property in connection
with or arising from this show. It is a condition of entry that all exhibitors or
their servants shall indemnify the Equestrian Box Events, its officials, servants
or assistants against all action, proceedings, claims or otherwise in relation to
or arising from his/her entries in the show. All exhibitors should ensure that
they have sufficient third-party/public liability insurance.
